History of Computers

In 1930, the first analog computer was built by American named Vannevar Bush. The device was
used in World War 11 to help aim guns. Mark I, the name given to the first digital computer, was
completed in 1944. The men responsible for this invention were Professor Howard Aiken and
some people from IBM. This was the first machine that could figure out long of mathematical
problems all at a very fast speed.

In 1946 two engineers at the University of Pennsylvania, J. Eckert and J. Mayshly, built the first
digital computer using parts called vacuum tubes. They named their new invention UNIAC. The
first generation of computers, which used vacuum tubes, came out in 1950. UNIAC | was an
example of these computers which could perform thousand of calculations per second.

In 1960, the second generation of computers was developed and could perform work ten times
faster than their predecessors. The reason for this extra speed was the use of transistors instead of
vacuum tubes. Second generation computers were smaller, faster and more dependable than first
generation computers.

The third-generation computers appeared on the market in 1965. These computers could do a
million calculations a second, which is 1000 times faster than the first generation computers.
Unlike second-generation computers, these are controlled by tiny integrated circuits and are
consequently smaller and more dependable.

Fourth-generation computers have now arrived, and the integrated circuits that are being
developed have been greatly reduced in size. This is due to microminiturization, which means



that the circuits are much smaller than before; as many as 1000 tiny circuits now fit onto a single
chip. A chip is a square or rectangular piece of silicon, usually from 1/10 to % inch, upon which
several layers of an integrated circuit are attached or imprinted, after which the circuit is
encapsulated in plastic metal. Fourth generation computers are 50 times faster than third-
generation computers and can complete approximately 1.000.000 instructions per second.

The First Universities

Before the 12th century most people were illiterate. Reading and writing skills were not considered
important or necessary. Monasteries were centres of education, and priests were the most educated people.

But with the development of such sciences as medicine and law, first universities appeared in Italy
and France. A university had four faculties: Theology (the study of religion), Canon Law (church laws),
Medicine and Art, which included Latin grammar, rhetoric (the art of making speeches), logic, arithmetic,
geometry, astronomy and music.

In the middle of the 12th century a group of professors from France came to Britain and founded
schools in the town of Oxford in 1168. It was the beginning of the first English university. A second
university was formed in 1209 in Cambridge. Towards the end of the 13th century colleges appeared around
the universities, where other subjects were studied.



Getting an education in those times was very difficult. Printing had not yet been invented, and all the
books were hand-written. That’s why books were rare and very expensive. Only the richest people could
afford buying books. If a man had twenty or thirty books, people said that he had a great library. Special
rules existed for handling books. You were not to touch books with dirty hands or put them on the table at
meal times.

The main body of the Salish, from whom the Bella Coola have become separated, occupy a large
and continuous area in southern British Columbia and the Western portion of the State of Washin-
gton. They also occupy the eastern part of Vancouver Island, south of Cape Mudge, and the sout-
hern end of the Island around Victoria. On the mainland of British Columbia and the state of Was-
hington the boundaries are less definite. Salish-speaking peoples live along the Frazer River and
occupy its large tributary, the Thompson River. These interiour Salish tribes, the Thompson, Lil-
looet, and Shuswap, have never been considered as possessing the culture of the coast peoples
since their houses, dress, food, religion, and art, are quite different not only from those of the Nor-
thwest Coast, but from their other neighbours as well.

The word "potlatch™ comes from the Chinook /argon and originally meant "to give". In its com-
mon use among the white people and the natives of the Northwest Coast it has taken on a very ge-
neral meaning and» applied to any Indian festival at which there is feasting, or, in connection with
which property is given away. Because of this loose and general meaning there necessarily exists
a good deal of confusion as to what is meant by the term. From the Indian’s viewpoint many diffe-
rent things are meant when he uses the Chinook word in speaking to white people, for it is the
only word intelligible to them by means of which he can refer to a considerable number of cere-
monies or festivals each having its own Indian name.
